has won an award: the 2007
Sussex heritage award from
Sussex Heritage Trust. The Pel-
hams are famous in the area for
having the first Earl of Chich-
ester and a Prime Minister.

The house is surrounded by
Stanmer Park, and there is free
parking. Transport partners can
organise a taxi or coach to take
guests on a ten minute journey
into the centre of Brighton.

The renovation has retained
the building s history whilst
looking forward to its future as
a venue focusing on corporate
events and parties. We now
have five meeting rooms and
two seminar rooms, said sales
and marketing director Ansell
Henry, who many readers will
remember from his appearance
on Sir Alan Sugars The Ap-
prentice programme in the se-
ries when he came third, Ruth
Badger was second and
Michelle Dewberry won.

We have had corporate
events for up to 1,000
people in marquees on
our lawns, said Mr
Henry. But it is impor-
tant to remember that we
do not have residents or
accommodation.

Customers opt for delegate
rates or room hire: the seminar
rooms can take small meetings
of four people, and the largest
conference room accommo-
dates 75. Award winning ca-
terers can serve meals at con-
ferences and events.

The many improvements in-
clude the latest technology
such as plasma screens in all
the meeting rooms, video con-
ferencing arranged to suit indi-
vidual needs, and WiFi access
throughout the building. Hot
desking rooms give those who
want a few hours away from the
of ce some peace and quiet.

We have IT support on site
all the time which is very im-
portant for companies who turn
up to a venue and find their
laptops dont quite configure
with the in house system, said
Mr Henry.

For those who want to relax
even more, the library is open
between 9am and 6pm and the
bar between 10am and 5pm.
This year (2008), Stanmer House
will launch Stanmer members
club, which will invite compa-
nies to join in return for access
to special facilities. We are
